SUBJECT: Color Guard (CC-013)
1. Color Guard is a privilege not a right. All perspective members who wish to be a part of the Color Guard must complete a selection process based on general knowledge and ability.
2. Color Guard will follow all directives prescribed in CAPM 52-4.

3. A Civil Air Patrol Officer (formerly known as Senior Member) will be selected as the Officer in Charge (OIC). The OIC will be in charge of the overall training and supply for the Color Guard. The Color Guard Members will be responsible for the purchase of said supply items not issued. Furthermore a Cadet Officer and/or Non- Commissioned Officer will also be appointed to assist in the training of the Color Guard. (C/OIC or C/NCOIC)

4. The Color Guard will hold themselves to the highest standards in all areas of 

Civil Air Patrol. Furthermore the members must attend 90% of all Squadron activities, meetings, and Color Guard Practices.
5. The Color Guard’s uniforms will follow all regulations as prescribed in 

CAPM 39-1. The Color Guard is authorized to wear the Squadron T-Shirt and appropriate attire for practice and Physical training only.

6. Color Guard members who wish to take part in competition will purchase Patton leather shoes and identical PT uniforms.

7. This supersedes any previous policy in this regard.
