MEMORANDOM FOR ALL CADET PERSONNEL

SUBJECT: Medical Log (CC-017)
1. The Medical Log shall be maintained by the Squadron Medical Officer, Health Services Officer, or designated representative. 

2. This is a legal document for the purpose of recording and maintaining all medical documentation and services rendered. 

3. For instances in which a cadet, CAP Officer, or civilian is in the Dayton Aero Cadet Squadron 706’s area of operation and is involved in a medical related incident in which this Squadron’s member(s) provide first aid or emergency response; a Medical Report will be filled out. It will include names, ranks (if applicable), CAP ID or last four of the Social Security Number/ Drivers license, the number of involved individuals, type of aid rendered, times, dates, and any other pertinent information must also be included in the report.
4. The primary forms that will be use for the report will be a squadron medical report and a CAPF 78 and CAPF 79 where applicable. These will be completed by the highest medical trained care giver or Unit Safety Officer at the scene. 

5. All personnel involved may be required to submit in writing a letter of actions taken during the incident for further documentation of the incident and to assist the person writing the reports.
6. This supersedes any previous policy in this regard.
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
