SUBJECT: Squadron 706 Uniform Policy (CC-005)
1. The Civil Air Patrol is a uniformed organization. Each member is expected to have and wear the proper uniform for the activity he or she is participating in. It is the policy of Dayton Aero Cadet Squadron 706 that an authorized CAP uniform will be worn at all Squadron and CAP activities as appropriate. Specific uniform guidance for an activity will be announced at the unit meeting or in memorandums and other policy letters as needed.

2. Members of Squadron 706 will wear the blue 706 ball cap with the BDU uniform as part of the standard uniform and is authorized for all appropriate activities. Flight caps or officer’ caps will be worn with the Air Force Blues uniform. 

3. Members of Squadron 706 that are assigned to the Squadron Color Guard as primary members are authorized to wear the white beret with cadet flight cap device. The white Beret is authorized only while performing Color Guard Duties and at the Squadron Meetings. All Berets will be of matching style. The blue 706 ball cap will also be with the Color Guard members at all times. The blue 706 ball cap will be worn at all other activities.
4. All personnel will wear their uniform(s) in accordance with CAPM 39-1 and any other policies and memorandums that may be issued by the appropriate authority.

5. Exceptions to this policy can be made and will be at the decision of the Squadron Command Staff, Safety Officer and/or Health Services Staff.

6. This supersedes any previous policy in this regard.
