SUBJECT: Attendance and progression (CC-006)
1. Thank you for volunteering and becoming a part of Civil Air Patrol. With that being said you now belong to a Military Organization. All personnel are required to meet and/ or exceed all regulations and standards. Failure to meet the required standards may result in adverse member actions.
2. If a cadet member of the unit can absolutely not attend a meeting he/she must submit a letter from their parents stating the reason. Furthermore, proper chain of command will be utilized.

3. All personnel are required to learn various information that will be assigned by staff members. This is not a suggestion it is a requirement. 
4. All personnel must attend 80% of squadron meetings in order to attend outside squadron activities other than scheduled meeting nights; unless you are required to meet a different standard either verbal or written.

5. All personnel must attend 50% of squadron activities outside of normal meeting nights as a requirement of “Active Participant” for promotion requirements.

6. At all times, all cadet members will keep themselves in good physical condition as set forth in CAPP 52-18. This is a requirement that you will complete mainly on your own, but at times will have limited assistance. This is also a requirement for promotion. Physical fitness activities may be set up by a staff member on, off CAP time but this will still count toward activity attendance.

7. This supersedes any previous policy in this regard.
